Electric Water Heater Usage: Applies to guests of the  
Premium and President’s Compound sites, due to limited availa-
ble power, no electric water heaters are allowed to be used.  
Please use your propane water heater.  

 
Space Changes:  AIBF reserves the right to have you move 
your RV at anytime.   RVs staying in the Premium temporary fa-
cilities parking area beyond the last Saturday will most likely be 
moved to a different Premium area to facilitate shutdown. 
 
Access to RV facilities:  Your access may/can be limited 
during the heavy traffic periods before and after each event. 
 
Compliance:  You must comply with all of the RV rules and 
regulations for the safety of everyone.  Failure to comply is cause 
for removal.

RV Parking Hours:   October 2nd-6th:  8am– 7pm* 
          October 7th-15th:  8am-7pm* 
 

Due to safety considerations, there is no parking after dark.   
Vehicles arriving after dark will be staged for parking after the 

morning event.  * 7pm is the approximate time * 
 
RV Extend-A-Stay: You may extend your stay if space 

permits, please see the check-in station for information about 
extending your stay.  

 
 Balloon Fiesta Admission Tickets: 

Entrance to Balloon Fiesta Park is not included in the RV parking 
fee for our Standard and Premium sites.   

(President’s Compound and VIP will receive admission tickets 
based on their site and number of nights during stay.)   

Adults, and children 13 years or older will be required to 
pay an admission charge for each morning or evening 

session they attend.   The cost is $10.00 per session.   
Children 12 and under are admitted free of charge.    

Parking at the field is $15.00 per vehicle per event. 
  

No refunds are available but tickets for cancelled events may be used for 
future sessions (rain checks).   Please see www.Balloonfiesta.com or call 1-

888-422-7277 to learn about ticket discounts.

Sites/Spaces:  A Balloon Fiesta Volunteer will guide you to your 
assigned space and assist you in parking.   Parking will be confined 

to your assigned space.   All parking is Rally-Style parking.  
Once you are parked by the RV attendant, you cannot 

move for safety purposes.   Placement within all RV park-
ing areas will be at the discretion of Balloon Fiesta.

Rules and Regulations 
 
Fire Lanes: they are all marked between rows and must be re-
spected at all times.  Please do not block the fire lanes, owners will 
be towed at owner’s expense.   
 
Portable Toilets: are available at various locations in the park.  
Please leave all supplies for other guests to enjoy.  
 
Potable water: is available prior to check-in at the Standard RV 
park.  A water vendor is available once an RV is parked.   On site 
pump-outs will be available for a fee.  Absolutely no dumping of 
dishpan water, gray water or black water tanks on ground.  
 
Campfires and BBQ: NO campfires are allowed per the 
Albuquerque Fire Dept.  You may have a PROPANE BBQ 
only if 2’ off of the ground.  
 
Trash: please keep our site clean, place trash in provided recepta-
cles. 
 
Generators: Quiet hours are from 10pm-5am.  No operation of 
generators during these hours is permitted.  External generators 
must be 2’ above the ground.  Loud field/construction generators 
are NOT allowed.  “Loud” is determined by the RV field 
personnel.  
 
Scooters, ATVs and Golf Carts : No loud motorized trans-
portation vehicles allowed.  “Loud” is determined by RV field per-
sonnel.   Speed limit is 4mph.  Operator must be at least 16yrs of age 
and must be a licensed driver.  These vehicles are not allowed past 
the tickets booths at the launch field, no exceptions. 
 
Pets: All pets must be on a leash at all times.   Pet litter must be 
cleaned up by owners.  Pets are not allowed past the ticket 
booths.  Care should be taken during events, as som e pets 
become frightened by the sound of balloon burners.  If you do not 
pick up after your pet, we have the right to ask you to leave. Please 
do not walk your pet out of the RV area, especially near businesses 
on Washington.  
 
Leveling: Balloon Fiesta does not provide wood for leveling.  
 
Vehicle Washing: Please, do not wash vehicles in RV 
parking areas.  This includes any cars, trucks or  golf carts.
