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PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS:

A. Pilots:

1. Must be officially registered with the Albuquesyinternational Balloon Fiesta®
(AIBF) for the event(s) in which they are flying.

2. Must hold a private or commercial certificate/lisenissued by the country of the
balloon’s registry or a US pilot’s certificate angbet all requirements of the issuing
country.

3. Must attend the pre-recorded, event operationsfilgieand the appropriate
morning’s pilot briefing held on the Balloon Fiedtark-North launch field prior to
acting as Pilot-In-Command (PIC).

4, Must agree to know, understand and abide by allFAlBles and regulations,
including any rules that are added or modified myrthe event and announced
during any official pilot briefing.

5. Each pilot will be completely responsible for ttafesoperation of his/her crew, and
ensure equipment and skill level is suitable fer ¢bnditions.

6. Pilots and their crews are required to behave Bpartsmanlike manner, and to
comply with the directions of the AIBF Event Offid$s (e.g. Balloonmeister,
Assistant Balloonmeister, Safety Officers, LaundreBtors, Launch Assistants, and
Scorers). Profanity or unsportsmanlike conducedaad at any Official will be
grounds for expulsion of the pilot from this evand/or future AIBF events.

B. Balloons:

1. Must be registered with AIBF for the events in whibey are participating.

2. Must clearly display the official 2011 AIBF gawd banner during all flight
operations (including inflation) while participagjirin AIBF events.

3. Must meet certificate/airworthiness standard®kswvs:

a. The aircraft may be certificated in any categomgluding “experimental”,
provided the requirements of Federal Aviation Retioh (FAR) Sections 91.7,
91.203, and 91.715 are met. “Spot” or “ramp” irkjmns may be performed by
FAA personnel.

b. Foreign registered balloons that do not possessiavorthiness certificate
issued by the country of registration, as requibgd-AR Section 91.203 must
have a Special Flight Authorization issued by tieAFprior to registration at
Balloon Fiesta.

c. While operating, the balloon must have within it @cuments required by
applicable regulations.



4. Damage to balloon:

a. If a balloon is damaged during the Balloon Fiestamay be flown after
damaged components are replaced or repaired. Huowan envelope may be
replaced during the Balloon Fiesta only with pesias of the Event Director.

b. The pilot of a balloon that is damaged while iglli, to the extent of affecting
its airworthiness (according to the applicablehtignanual), is prohibited from
continuing in flight and must land at the first gtiaable opportunity.

C. Rides for Hire: No balloon or pilot may participate in any AIBF ewewhile carrying
passengers for hire or compensation, nor may tipeyate in AIBF's airspace unless they
are contracted to do so with AIBF or the AIBF BalioRide Concessionaire and operate on
its behalf. Violation of this section may resuit expulsion from this and/or future AIBF
events.

D. Penalties for Violations: In addition to the penalties listed for violatingmpetitive event
rules, penalties exist for violating safety anditier AIBF rules. The penalties may include
a conference at the Pilot Briefing Tower at whiblk pilot will be counseled by a Safety
Official on AIBF rules and safety, a loss of conipet points, losing one or more days of
propane and/or flying privileges, and/or expulsiem this and/or future AIBF events.

The FAA Flight Standards District Office (FSDO) hallso investigate noncompliance with
the Federal Aviation Regulations (FARs) and thevemissued for the AIBF, in addition to
accidents and incidents occurring in conjunctiothvilie event.

A pilot who is called to the Pilot Briefing Toweetause of a safety or rule infraction will
not be allowed to refuel at AIBF’s fueling areailbhe/she has spoken with a Safety Official
about the infraction. In addition, competition misi received in that task may not be counted
in the overall results. Additional sanctions mayitmposed if a pilot repeatedly refuses to
speak with a Safety Official about an infractiofhese may include losing one or more days
of flying privileges, and/or expulsion from thisdior future AIBF events.

Please remember that the majority of the people wiake this event possible are
volunteers. Most of our flight operations team rhens are pilots and crew who give up
their time to enablgou to fly. Cooperate with them to make this a bettegnt. If you have
an issue or problem with some aspect of our fligherations, do not abuse our field
officials, but calmly discuss your problem with ooethem. They are readily identified by
their official uniforms and are available to disswmy matter with you. Violation of this
section may result in the expulsion of the pilainfrthis and/or future AIBF events.

A pilot violating any rule for which a penalty istnspecified in the rules may be penalized
by deduction of points or by disqualification frénis and/or future AIBF events.

AIBF RESERVES THE RIGHT TO PREVENT PARTICIPANTS FRO M TAKING
PART IN THE EVENTS WHENEVER PERSONAL CONDUCT OR UNSAFE
FLIGHTS MAKE THEM UNDESIRABLE TO AIBF AND/OR PARTIC IPANTS.



AREA OF OPERATION

Balloon Fiesta Parkis located between Paseo del Norte on the south,(Ramway) Avenue
on the north, Washington Place (south of Alameda) Jefferson Street (north of Alameda) on
the east, and by the Albuquerque Metropolitan Asréyood Control Authority (AMAFCA)
channel on the west. Balloon Fiesta Park-Nortmoish of Alameda Blvd. Balloon Fiesta Park-
South is south of Alameda Blvd. Balloon FiestakFdorth is located at Latitude N 35° 11.8'
Longitude W 106°35.8' at an altitude of approxirhe$®73 ft. above sea level.

FLIGHT OPERATIONS

Compliance with the Waiver, Special Provisions, andthe AIBF Pilots Rules and
Regulations is MANDATORY.

A. Waiver and Temporary Flight Restrictions

Challenge Gas Balloon Race.

This Temporary Restricted Area is applicable taalktraft (including balloons) that
are not participating in that particular AIBF eveabless given specific permission
by the AIBF Event Director.

Unscheduled Special Flights: Unscheduled spekitights from Balloon Fiesta Park
require permission from the Event Director.

Briefings: Pilot briefings are mandatory and will be conducée®alloon Fiesta Park-North
beginning each morning at 0615 hours at the Pilegfidg Tower. Balloon Glow, Night
Magic™ and Twilight Twinkle Glow briefings will bat 1730 hours on October 1, 2 and
October 8 at the Pilot Briefing tower. Special @h&lowdeo™ briefings will be at 1730
hours on October 6 and October 7 in the Landing.



D. Communications:

1. At Balloon Fiesta Park-North, routine communicatieith the pilots will be via
Launch Assistants (Zebras), radio station KKOB AMO7 VHF radio, and the
public address system.

2. All participating pilots must possess an opgeaWHF radio capable of receiving

and transmitting on common aviation VHF communmafirequencies.

3. The requirement to contact the Albuquerque hatonal Sunport when flying
within Class C airspace has been waived while yeuparticipating in the Balloon
Fiesta. The only time you are required to contaetTower is if you fly south of
Central Avenue and cannot comply with the altituelguirements set out in V.B.2.
(a) and (b).

4. The requirement to contact the Double Eagleiip@dt (AEG) Tower when flying
within their Class D airspace is not waived. Whercontact with the AEG Tower
you must follow their directions. If you are not @mmunication with the AEG
tower and you are within 1 nautical mile of DouBlagle Airport, you must either
land your balloon or climb above 7500 ft. MSL ahddver the airport.

E. Pilotin Command (PIC):

1. The PIC is responsible for compliance with FIRs, the Waiver and its Special
Provisions, and AIBF rules. This includes repagtiamccidents and incidents that
occur off field to AIBF Chief of Safety, FAA and/dITSB. There are FAA
personnel on location during Balloon Fiesta. THe Will brief all crew members as
to their duties and the provisions of the Waiv&he PIC will ensure crew members
sign the attached “Crew Member Affidavit” prior the first flight of each crew
member during the AIBF. The PIC will return the Mé&a acknowledgment to AIBF
at the end of the eventNo flight or event is mandatory and all flights amgtional
for each PIC.Owners/Operators may be individually responsible damage or
injury to persons and property, including otherldiats, and shall have liability
insurance as a condition of participation.

2. With the exception of AIBF registered commercide balloons, no more than five
(5) flight crew members, including the pilot, pallbon are allowed to participate.
The pilot’s insurance coverage must be sufficientdver the number of total crew
members.

The PIC shall not allow any items to be throwaomt the balloon unless the item is
an official marker used for a competitive event &mel PIC is certain it will land in
the target area.

In addition to the PIC reporting accidents amddents to the FAA, the PIC should
report any accidents, incidents and landowner probleither witnessed or involved
in, to a Balloon Fiesta Safety Officer.

F. Flying Conditions: Albuquerque is approximately 5,000 ft. (1600 rbpee sea level.
Pilots should be aware of the effects this altithde on balloon performance, in particular,
increased response times and reduced lifting cgpa€he Sandia Mountains are 10,678 ft.
(3255 m) above sea level. Winds follow classic main-valley patterns. The mountains
can generate strong vertical and rotor winds tbastitute a serious hazard to balloons.

Launch:

Launch only with the permission of a Launch Asstsint (Zebra).
There are up to four balloons assigned to &agcith site. Please be cooperative.

Only the vehicle transporting the balloon (desigdatvith an “A” pass) is allowed
on the Launch Field during inflations.

Launch assistants Hand Signals:

a  THUMBS UP: Cleared for IMMEDIATE LIFT-OFF.

b. THUMBS DOWN: HOLD exactly where you are.

c. WALK THE BALLOON: The crew will guide the balloon to the spot
indicated by the Launch Assistant.

In order to assist in the launch of all balloonsBailoon Fiesta Park, please ascend
at a rate that allows you to clear the area offikfid in a timely manner and merge
with the balloons launched ahead of you. If yooX'bback over the field, please
cross at a minimum altitude of 500 ft. AGL, so tigati do not interfere with the



balloons being launched in later waves. Coopearaiidll allow the Launch
Assistants to get you and all of your fellow pilaigborne as soon as possible.

9. The FAA requireghe proper use of an inflation harness (launctraigg system) for
all inflations. Tie-off to trailers is prohibited.ie off or inflation harness must be
secured to the chase vehicle.

H. Ascents and Descents: No pilot may initiate or nt@h a fast ascent or descent in
congested airspace. The maximum recommended rfatasaent and descent within
congested airspace is 200 ft. (60 m) per minutallavperations including Mass Ascensions
and competitive events

I. Landings: Choose off-field landing areas carefully considgriRZs and obtaining
landowner permission as appropriate. Pilots apd ahall exercise care to prevent damage
to property or livestock.

Landings at Balloon Fiesta Park South are permatesdide the flagged scoring area.

Landing on Balloon Fiesta Park-North is permitteditside the flagged area with the
following conditions:

1. The landing can be done safely without endangepieigons or property on the
ground.

2. All scheduled flights have been launched.

3. The landing area is clear of persons, vehiclesygrogher obstacles.

4. Landing shall be downwind of targets during comipedi events and shall not

interfere with others’ scoring opportunities. Pegnéor infringement of this rule is
up to 500 points for competitors, while non comipes may lose one day of flying
privileges.

5. You must have assistance from a Launch Assistantapproval from the Chief of
Launch to launch again.

6. In the event of an emergency, land on Balloon BRid2ark-North as safely as
possible with due consideration for people, othalobns, or obstacles that may be
present. If landing occurs during competition tredldon must be immediately
deflated and must not be moved without approvahfeomember of the safety team.

V. FIELD OPERATIONS

A. Crowd Control: Balloon Fiesta guests will have free access td_thench Field to observe
the inflation and launch procedures. Each PileGmmand (PIC) shall be responsible for
crowd control in the immediate vicinity of his/hiealloon during the inflation and launch.
The PIC and crew are responsible for the proteatiotheir property. The PIC shall also
take measures to protect guests from any dangeciated with balloon operations.
Launch Assistants and other AIBF Officials will aid crowd control if an emergency
should occur.



B. Chase Crews: Inquiries regarding the availability of crew membanay be made at
registration or the Chase Crew facility on Balldéiasta Park during the Balloon Fiesta. No
representation of the suitability or experience tbése crew members is made by
Albuguerque International Balloon Fiesta, Inc.

C. No Drive Zone: No driving or parking is allowed on Main Street (@ession Concourse).

D. Unauthorized and/or Unattended Vehicles: Unauthorized vehicles on the Balloon Fiesta
launch field create unnecessary congestion andbeilowed at owner's expense. During
balloon launches from Balloon Fiesta Park, unagdneehiclesywhether or not authorized
to be on the launch sitegjay be towed at owner’'s expense if the vehicleeisnted by
Balloon Fiesta officials to pose a hazard to bai®or guests. This includes balloon trailers
and recreational vehicles.

E. No vehicle may enter or exit the launch field fra@alloon Fiesta Parkway or Balloon
Museum Drive.

FLIGHT RESTRICTIONS

No flights are allowed within Balloon Fiesta’'s giege (TFR) unless you and your balloon are
registered in that specific event, including Twiligrwinkle Glow, Balloon Glow, Special Shape
Glowdeo, and Night Magic GlowVIOLATION OF THIS RULE MAY RESULT IN YOUR
INTERROGATION BY VARIOUS AGENCIES OF HOMELAND SECUR ITY..

Official maps will be provided to pilots with inforation on Prohibited Zones (PZs) and
Sensitive Areas (SAs) current up to the printingdlme. Updated information will be provided

at the registration briefing and daily pilot brigfis. Pilots are responsible for obtaining this
information and updating their official maps.

PZs AND SAs ON THE OFFICIAL MAP ARE DESIGNATED BY A IBF. They are in
addition to the FARs and not a substitute for theARs. Pilots must follow AIBF rules
regarding PZs and SAs, even if a land owner in a BZSA offers their property for landing
or launch.

A. Prohibited Zones (PZs)are areas where, in the interest of safety or @amder relations,
balloons may not be launched or landed and in stroemstances shall not fly at less than
a specified altitude. These are indicated on ffieia map in YELLOW and RED with the
location and hazard description on the back ofntp. A YELLOW PZ is a restricted area
where no launches or landings are permitted. A REDwill also include a minimum
allowable altitude. If an emergency situation @ies a landing in a PZ, use caution in the
landing and tact in dealing with the landownd?enalty for infringement of this rule is a
minimum of 500 penalty points and may include catgldisqualification or loss of all
competition points.

B. Sensitive Areas (SAspre areas where you may land as long as you egetaistion to
avoid property damage and follow correct retrigualcedures. You may not launch from a
Sensitive Area. These are indicated on the offitiap in PURPLE, with location, hazard
description, and special retrieval procedures am lihck of the map. If an emergency
situation dictates a landing in a SA, use cautiothe landing and tact in dealing with the
landowner. Penalty for infringement of this rugea minimum of 500 penalty points and
may include complete disqualification or loss dfcalmpetition points.
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Double Eagle Airport (AEG) is located approximatély nautical miles west south
west of Balloon Fiesta Park. If you are not inicacbmmunication with the Double
Eagle Tower while in their airspace, you must clitnb7500 ft. MSL and fly over
the airport or land prior to one (1) nautical nofethe airport.

Albuguerque International Sunport (airport) éedted approximately 10 nautical
miles south of Balloon Fiesta Park. Operationgha airport traffic area or on the
airport surface can be extremely hazardous. Thedierque International Sunport
Traffic Control Tower has agreed to allow a dewatifrom the requirement to
establish two-way radio communications prior toeeiniy the Class C airspace. If a
landing can be made prior to Central Avenue, radittact with Air Traffic Control
Tower isnot required.

a. Flights south of 1-40 andastof I-25 (as indicated in gray on the map):
If you do not land north of Central Ave. yooustcontact Air Traffic Control
Tower on 120.3 MHz.

If circumstances require you to fly over Albuquegduaternational Sunport and
you are unable to contact the Air Traffic Contraviler, youshall climbto

3. Pilots will be assigned a position on thedielThis position is independent of the
assigned launch site for the morning flying evenihe assigned site will be printed
on theGlow vehicle pass.

October 4 shall be counted toward overall competiticores.

Multiple Judge Declared Goal (MJDG): Off-field targets will be open from the
time of initial launch from Balloon Fiesta Park-Kountil 1000 hours or as declared
at that morning’s briefing, or the competition ianceled.

Results of
the Ring Toss events will have no effect on thaalV&IBF standings.

Officials will be in the general launch areasrégord violations of launch times
and/or distance requirements.

At the morning’s pilot briefing the Balloonmaistwill announce the minimum
distance of the launch from the center of Balloomesta Park-North. The
Balloonmeister will also announce the official time

Balloons may not touch the ground after launciorpto ring placement over the
pole. Ground contact anywhere inside the scorirg aturing competition is not
allowed. Infringement of these rules will resulffanfeiture of any prize won.

The Caaimtl must be submitted within
five (5) hours of the unofficial results being pa$t Once received, the Complaint
will be posted at Pilot Headquarters.

The unofficial results will be posted at the Pildeadquarters, in the Landing,
generally by 1400 hours of the day of the flightnless a Complaint is filed which
could affect the scores, they will become offidigl 1100 hours the day following
the flight.

The Balloonmeister will review the Complaint andlwjive a written decision by
1900 hours on the day the Complaint is receivedithiin three hours, whichever is
later.

If dissatisfied with the Balloonmeister’s decisidhe pilot may Protest to the Jury.

The Protest will be forwarded to the Protest Jury.

A.

Propane will be available at the propane site @00 to 1200 hours each day through
Sunday, October 9, 2011. Propane will also belavai following Albuquerque Aloft
Twilight Twinkle Glow, Balloon Glovand Night Magic and the eveningpecial Shape
Glowdeodor balloons participating in those events. Tirfasthese refueling activities will
be published with each respective event’s inforamati

. The adhesive numbers supplied with the basket banoet be affixed to a window of the

chase vehicle and an official 2011 AIBF banner niagsproperly attached to the basket and
displayed so that it can be easily read by the gmepcrew. Only the current year banner
number is allowed to be affixed to the window o tthase vehicle.

Propane will only be dispensed to holders of a grgpvalidated bar-coded propane card.
The number on the propane card MUST match the nurobhethe basket banner and
adhesive numbers on the chase vehicle.

. Propane cards will be marked for each day’s flRilots may not obtain unused allotments

from previous days or events.

No propane tanks other than those properly mountéake basket for that particular balloon
system may be taken into the refueling area. #leotanks MUST be left with the crew
outside the propane refueling area. Only ball@mké$ may be refueled. No other tanks will
be filled (including trucks). Propane tanks usedjondolas constructed of solid plastic or
fiberglass must be fueled outside the gondola.

NO SMOKING OR STRIKERS IN THE FUELING AREA.

. ALL FUELING PERSONNEL (CREW) MUST CONDUCT THEMSELVE S IN A

SAFE AND ORDERLY MANNER WHILE IN THE PROPANE AREA.

. All traffic will be one-way in the fueling area.h& maximum speed while in the fueling area

is 15 MPH.
Only two persons per vehicle are permitted in tredihg area.

No one under the age of fourteen will be allowegdnel in the fueling area under any
circumstances.

No one will be allowed inside the gondola, basketyehicle passenger compartment during
fueling.

All radios, tape decks, cellular phones, and oédectronic devices must be turned off until
the vehicles are completely outside the fuelingare

. Pilot lights and all other sources of ignition &creational type vehicles must be turned off

while in the fueling area.

. Vehicle engines must be turned off during fueling.
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The windows on both the driver's side and passengitle must be lowered while in the
fueling area. This is to facilitate communicatidretween the driver and the propane crew.

. Pickups and trailers must have their tailgates tedeluring fueling. Vans and enclosed

trailers must have all doors open during fuelildaskets should be removed from enclosed
trailers or vans during fueling unless adequatdilation is present.

No nylon jackets may be worn in the fueling arddags must be taken down and stowed
before entering the fueling area.

. Gondola covers must be lifted up at least 12 indtea the bottom, opened on one side, or

completely removed prior to fueling.
No animals or pets of any kind will be permittedtie fueling area.

Vehicles will wait at staging area until directedeat fueling position by propane personnel.

. Only experienced personnel accompanying the baléball do the fueling. If there are no

experienced personnel accompanying the balloevillihot be fueled.

No alcoholic beverages may be consumed anywhetleeofueling site. Persons believed to
be intoxicated will not be allowed to fuel.

W. Any exception to these propane rules must be apprby the propane supplier, or the Chief

Safety Official.

Night Fueling Rules

A. All general rules apply.

Vehicle headlights will be turned off upon reachi®§OP 1 and will remain off until the
vehicle is totally clear of the fueling area exceghicles with “auto lights”.

. Only “hazardous location approved” trailer domeéntggyand “hazardous location approved”

flashlights may be used during fueling.

GENERAL INFORMATION

New Mexico/Albuquerque Laws and Ordnances

Seat Belts: In the State of New Mexico, requirements for ussiegt belts differ based on
the age of the passenger and where they are segtedollowing are minimums:

1. Children up to 1 year old are required tarba rear-facing restraint device.

2. Children ages 1 through 4 or who weigh less th@npounds must be
properly secured in a child passenger restraintdev
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3. Children 5 and 6 years old or who weigh lessntB@ pounds must be
secured in a child booster seat or an appropridild passenger restrain
device.

4, Children 7 through 12 years old must be in asbaroseat until they fit into
an adult seat belt. A child is properly securednnadult seat belt when the
shoulder strap crosses the center of the childstclallowing the child to sit
back against the vehicle seat with knees bentttrecseat edge.

Pick-up Truck: NO ONE under the age of twenty-one (21) can ride in hencbed of a
pick-up truck. During the City’s hearings enactithgs ordinance, there was a significant
amount of information indicating that it is unséée anyone to ride in the open bed of a
pick-up truck. Thus AIBF discourages any passeniethe back of a pick-up.

OPEN CONTAINER: In the State of New Mexico no person shall dramy alcoholic
beverage, or have in his possession any contafradca@hol which has been opened or had
its seal broken while in a vehicle on a public kvgly. It is also unlawful for the
registered owner of the vehicle to allow an opent&@ioer of alcohol when the vehicle is
on any public highway within the state.

Cell Phones: It is illegal in the City of Albuquerque to opé&zaa hand-held cell phone
while driving. Drivers must use a hands-free devar will be subject to fines and
citations if cited by local law enforcement.

Smoking: Smoking is not allowed in City Parks-Balloon FeRark is a City Park.

Federal Communications Commission (FCC):Ensure you are appropriately licensed and that
you operate all radios and communication devicemmpliance with FCC rules and regulations.
